Important Lunch Menu Changes 

Fresh Produce has been the highlight of much 

of the local media the past couple of weeks. It 

has been reported that Mexico was affected 

by the worst freeze in over 50 years. There is 

no clear picture of the extent of the damage in 

Mexico, however; this issue has begun to im-

pact the local food vendors we obtain our 

fresh produce from.  

We have already begun to see significant price 

increases in our produce, as well as yield is-

sues. The size of the produce is significantly 

smaller and much of it is very poor in quality. 

Due to these issues, it is imperative that we 

make menu changes until our pricing and the 

quality of the produce is restored. 

The produce items that are impacted at this 

time include; head lettuce, tomatoes and cel-

ery. Over the past 10 days we have seen prices 

increase anywhere from 50-100 percent. Our 

produce suppliers have indicated that there 

will be little to no relief for several weeks.
