Communication sessions.  Mrs. Griffin created a Jeopardy Game for the Harry Potter unit and is able to use the iPad to generate answer 
selections for the students while they are playing. This week was the last Speech Session of the year.  Mrs. Griffin hosted a final Jeopardy 
Tournament.  The students made Harry Potter wizarding hats and the winner, James Miguel, won a Golden Snitch.
